	Risk Control
	
	

	
	
	This is the process of determining and implementing appropriate measures to control risk. Legislation requires that control of factors assessed as posing increased risk is implemented as far as practicable. Practicable means:

· The severity of the hazard or risk in question

· The state of knowledge about hazard risk and ways of mitigation
· The availability and suitability of ways to remove or mitigate the hazard or risk

· The cost of removing or mitigating it

The objective of the H&S Legislation  is the elimination, at the source, of risks to health, safety and welfare of persons at work. If risks cannot be eliminated, occupational health and safety legislation requires that they be reduced so far as practicable by using one or more of the following methods:
· Substitution of the hazard with something posing a lesser risk

· Isolation - for example, enclosing the hazard

· Engineering control - for example, a mechanical aid.

If a risk to health and safety remains after the above methods have been used, administrative controls, for example work procedures and training, should be applied. If these are still not adequate, personal protective equipment should be worn.
	
	Evaluation of Controls
	This means checking to see whether the introduced changes reduce the risk previously assesses. It may involve repeating the process of hazard identification, risk assessment and risk control to ensure that all risks to health and safety from a particular hazard have been controlled as far as is practicable. This depends on the hazard, the nature of the assessed risks and on the control measures used.
